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Every community forum within the Cymmer ward has raised the question of safety and “Neighbourhood Watches” being set-up within their communities.


Mr Roger Hughes, Neighbourhood Watch Coordinator with the Rhondda Cynon Taf Safety Partnership helped to initially set up two watches within in Cymmer and Trehafod, with residents willing to take a role in forming these. Rhiwgarn in Trebanog has recently also signed up to the scheme with all 3 schemes currently working closely with the neighbourhood watch coordinators to develop themselves further in 2005

Setting up Neighbourhood watches helps to:

Reduce crime & opportunity to commit crime


Restore quality of life by reducing fear of crime


Encourage a good ‘old fashioned’ community spirit


Show solidarity in the community, support each other, be more vigilant & observant


Work closely with the police, sharing information on crime and criminal activities in the area 


